Vegetable garden

The KFAA Kalavryta, as a place of acceptance and
inclusion of different worlds and cultures, with the
help and guidance of the caretaker P.P., used the
garden in the yard of the centre to create a vegetable
garden. The trend of growing vegetables for home
consumption in the garden is now a way of life for
those who wish to produce their own crops as well
as to be in daily contact with nature.

The process began with clearing the garden of the
remains of the previous crop as well as weeds,
stones, branches, etc. This was followed by digging
the soil with the digging machine, where all the
children volunteered to help in the ploughing
process. This was followed by levelling the soil by
raking in all directions of the garden by the
beneficiaries in order to remove the large clods of
soil. Next is the grouping of the plantings and the
planning of the planting positions. The children dug
small potholes with the hoe and planted cabbage,
broccoli, cauliflower and leek in rows in groups.
The project was concluded with the installation of
an automatic watering system.

The young beneficiaries enjoyed the agricultural
work and found the activity useful and productive.
Through the creation of the vegetable garden they
came in contact with the greatness of nature's goods,
the importance of producing products without
chemical preparations and the need to save water
through the proper installation of automatic
watering. The vegetable garden is one of the most
creative parts of the Kalavryta KFAA, as the
children enjoy engaging in agricultural activities.
