Information on the electrical installation

The KFAA Kalavryta, as a place of acceptance and
inclusion of different worlds and cultures, with the
help and guidance of the caregiver P.P. planned a
lesson on electrical installations.

An electrical installation course can be an exciting
and educational experience for young beneficiaries.
It introduces them to the basics of electricity,
including how it powers our homes and appliances,
helping them to understand an essential part of
modern life. They learn about safety, such as why
it's important to avoid touching electrical wires and
how to spot potential hazards.

The activity involved the creation of a small indoor
installation, which included the installation of
piping, wiring, junction boxes, outlet placement,
switches and a shower with a light bulb. This was
followed by a check for correct installation and
operation of the electrical system.

The children were enthusiastic and watched with
undiminished interest as they came into contact
with the materials and tools of the electrician
installer. Such hands-on activities raise children's
awareness as they stimulate their interest, as young
people learn to respond to everyday electrical
needs and also pave the way for future interests and
career paths.
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
