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“Two-day visit of the Pentalofos

During this month an innovative and quite interesting meeting of two Centres
for Unaccompanied Minors took place. The Shelter for UAMs of Pentalofos, made the
honor to visit our city and our center and create unique moments with all the members
of our institution, employees and beneficiaries.

This meeting included a two-day action planned through the joint partnership
of the two structures. First, the Somali guests of the Shelter for UAMs ofPentalofos
arrived in our city with their escorts, the first meeting with our guests took place and
then all the members of the two institutions enjoyed a joint tour of the Museum of the
Kalavrytian Holocaust, which is dedicated to both the history and the victims of the
13th of December 1943. Everyone was in awe of both the tour and the history of our
region. Our day ended with a group dinner where the children had the opportunity to
get to know each other better, share their experiences and have fun. This also enabled
the staff of both facilities to understand the great need of the children to escape from
everyday life, change their routines and enjoy quality time outside of the facility.

The next day hosted a joint exhibition and bazaar of paintings and jewelry,
where all the creations of our children of both structures were presented and applauded
by all those present. At the same time, an open discussion was held on the purpose and
mode of operation of shelters for unaccompanied minors, the challenges they face on a
daily basis and the role of the local community in the difficult part of integration. This
action met a great success and paved the way for following events even more creative.
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
