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Within the frame of the Psychosocial Support activities for Adults, the Women’s Group of the MFC

The Migrant Advise BureauService receives an increased number of requests
so the beneficiaries can arrange their requests and manage communication
with the Asylum Service, and with other public services (such as Tax Office,
Citizen Service Centre, Employment Organization etc) since due to the
prevention measures against the spread of COVID-19, access to these
services is possible online, a procedure with which refugees are unfamiliar
with.
