“Prevention and awareness-raising activities on
behavior in conflict with the law and on bullying”

The levels and patterns of deviant behavior are expressed
in every aspect of everyday life. Through the role of bully,
victim or witness in delinquency, children learn
incorrectly that it is an acceptable way for the strong and
aggressive to get what they want from the weak or
passive. The KFAA Kalavryta, as a place of acceptance and
inclusion of different worlds and cultures, decided to
organize an educational seminar on the main topic of
delinquency, its forms, causes, treatment, and penalties

for offenders.

In a first stage, a video was shown on bullying and the
inclusion of foreign students in the school community.

followed, where the children were informed about the
consequences of this extremist behavior, how the
behavior is explained from the perpetrator's point of
view and ways of coping for the victim when being
bullied.

Particular emphasis was placed on the

makes all people special and unique. We should
therefore all be proud of ourselves and not allow people
who bully us to get us down. This was followed by a video
on substance abuse and its psychological and physical
impact on the human body. There was a discussion about
addiction, but also about substances that become
addictive to humans, such as drugs, cigarettes, coffee,
sugar, etc. Clarification was given on the correct dosage
and avoidance of excessive consumption. At the end, the
lawyer of the Kalavryta KFAA informed the children about
the legal consequences of deviant behavior and the
penalties foreseen. The meeting ended with a creative
activity. The young beneficiaries were invited to draw

pictures disapproving of delinquent behavior.
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
